Steep slope (Coast Path) from Assess for weather - visibility, off-shore winds, heavy rain. Alternative route at Whitecliff.

tumuli Safety brief - walk slow, small steps, single file
Stile, slippery slope and thorny . . . . . . . .
bushes at foot of Ballard Single file, no running, member of staff to assist with children getting over the stile P, CS, SS

Cliff in front of Green at Ballard Particularly hazardous - not obvious and no signs. Give warning. Supervise and keep group on path. p
