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What is hydraulic action?


Water is forced into cracks in rock.  Air becomes compressed and the increased pressure causes cracks to widen and deepen.    





What is attrition?


Rocks and pebbles being transported in the water collide and break into smaller fragments.  This process causes transported rocks to become smaller and rounder.





What is solution?


Weak acids in salt water create chemical reactions which dissolve and erode rock such as limestone and chalk





What is abrasion?


Pebbles and sediment being transported by waves scrape like sandpaper against rocks causing the rock to breakdown.
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
