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The red line on the graph shows departures in temperature from the 1961-1990 average temperature, which is shown as a dotted blue line.

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The red line on the graph shows temperature difference with respect to the 19th century,

Total emissions of CO2 from fossil fuel burning
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The red line on this graph shows global carbon emissions from 1860 to 2000.
